Dear Editor,

Michael Duffy cites just one of the many deliberate deceptions propagated by the climate industry. Climate changes. It warms and it cools, virtually independent of human CO2 emissions.  
For example, consider the page 2 headline in the Nov 2, 1922 Washington Post: "Arctic Ocean Getting Warm; Seals Vanish and Icebergs Melt." The article discusses reports from fishermen, seal hunters and explorers all pointing to a radical change in climate conditions and hitherto unheard-of warming temperatures in the Arctic zone. Exploration expeditions reported that scarcely any ice had been met with as far north as 81 degrees 29 minutes. Soundings to a depth of 3,100 metres showed the gulf stream was still very warm. These observations were consistant with Russian ship logs of Arctic voyages in the years 1920-1940. Indeed, in an article in Time (13 Sept 1937) it was noted that Russia operated 160 freighters on summer schedules in the Northeast Passage's open waters." 

A mere thirty-seven years later, (24 June, 1974) Time magazine featured an article where scientists predicted that the earth was going into a new ice age. Going back a bit further, to the 1730's, British ship logs noted a warming period that exceeded what occurred in the 1990's. 

The current warm period is neither unique nor likely to continue much longer. As of 7 November this year, IJIS reported that the Arctic ice extent was at its highest level since 2002 with an increase of 655,781 square km over the same time last year. 

Rather than encouraging pro-environmental attitudes in the general public, the media climate alarmists, who have little or no knowledge of climate history or science, may prove to be a disaster to serious environmentalism. 

As more quality science critical of the IPCC reports emerges, we risk a terrible backlash against the climate hysteria generated by the Greens and others, a backlash that could endanger vital environmental work to halt habitat destruction and toxic pollution. Atmospheric CO2 is not a pollutant because without it, animal and plant life would cease to exist.
