Scholarship recipients must meet the following criteria:

spiritual and creative arts programs;

o Contribute to the co-curricular program in the College, whilst holding the
scholarship;

o Ability to adhere and uphold the ethos of the College; and

e Ability to attend the lona Presentation College examination on Saturday 26 March
2011.

e Maintain academic performance and record whilst holding the scholarship.

The scholarship can be either a Full or Half Scholarship. Full Scholarships offer a remission
of 50% of the College tuition fees, whilst Half Scholarships offer a 25% remission of College
tuition fees.

The selection process will consist of completion of the application package, payment of
$95.00 Application Fee and attendance at the lona Presentation College examination. Based
on the results from the exam, selected candidates will be invited to attend an interview to
assist in final selection.

The scholarship is subject to an annual review and monitoring throughout the year. The
scholarship can be withdrawn if requirements are not met.
