Ceramics Now – Members of the Tasmanian Potters 
Society have joined to celebrate their annual exhibition 
and an accompanying series of awards at the Sidespace 
Gallery.  This exhibition is always a bit of an event, 
considering that some of Tasmania’s finest ceramicists are 
participating.  In the past couple of years, a notable 
diversity has been displayed in the exhibition and where 
once the customary set of bowls, plate and jugs 
overshadowed all other works, today it is a vastly changed 
scene.  The most obvious difference is the amount of slab 
or handwork, compared to wheel thrown pottery.  Then 
there are the inroads into sculptural expression, from 
abstract shapes to delicate figure work.  Add the use of 
new glazes and other external finishes, and you can see 
what I mean.’  
 

The Tasmanian Potters Society committee welcomes 
suggestions.  Ideas for improving the Annual Ceramic 
Exhibition were: better signage especially at the top of the 
stairs and displaying our banner in the courtyard; greater 
publicity; background music to enhance the experience;

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AGM President’s Repor t 
 

2005-2006 has been a productive and enjoyable year for 
the TPS. This report is to summarise the year, minus the 
minutia of monthly meetings, decisions and arrangements. 

The guest speaker at our last AGM was Mr Bob 
Broughton who outlined his role with Arts at Work and 
indicated some of the issues which artists need to address 
if they are to become professional. (find article in 
newsletter) 
 

Regular Monday evening classes conducted by Jude 
Maisch and Suzi Tyson continue to provide a financial 
underpinning for the TPS and an important means of 
linking us with the local community 
 

Shortly after our last AGM members had the rare 
opportunity to hear Owen Rye talk about his lifetime of 
ceramic experiment and achievement. It was an event 
organised at very short notice so not many were able to 
attend but those who did found it a memorable experience. 
 

In November last year Jude Maisch and I conducted a pit-
firing and raku workshop as a cooperative activity between 
TPS and Adult Education. It was not an unqualified 
success but we learned a few lessons about how to do it 
better next time. 
 

In December, English ceramist, Sasha Wardell, talked at 
The Freeman Gallery to launch her new book on porcelain, 
in conjunction with an impressive exhibition by Australian 
potters featured in the book. We didn’ t invite her to lead a 
class in Hobart but several members attended the session 
she conducted in Devonport. 
 

Members enjoyed a laid-back Christmas party, hosted by 
Jude and Don Maisch, featuring great food, eight-ball 
competition and a silent auction of accumulated pottery. 
 

The annual February Raku-firing at Beres Taylor’s 
delightful Collinsvale property was well-attended and 
most enjoyable. It was a special opportunity for me to 
learn that a raku kiln takes much longer to cool than one 
might expect, when the floor covering in the back of my 
station wagon began to melt and smoulder as I headed 
home! 
 

The society participated in the Makers Bazaar on Sun 21 
May as part of the Glenorchy festival of arts, with a stall of 
work for sale and a great demonstration of wheel-work by 
Beres Taylor. Nothing very tangible arose from the 
activity but we were pleased to “show the flag”  for a day. 
 

Janine Davison did a great job organising workshops 
during the year.  

Ginny Conrow’s two-day workshop in April explained her 
techniques for throwing and altering the distinctive 
porcelain forms she makes, as well as her glazing and 

airbrushing techniques. Special thanks to Beres and Jude 
for hosting Ginny during her stay. 

Denise Las provided a one-day workshop in May to give 
us an understanding of the techniques she uses to fire in 
saggars. We were all impressed by the beauty of the forms 
combined with the subtle surface effects of her firing 
technique. We were also taken by her generosity of spirit, 
not only sharing her hard-won knowledge but also giving 
away many of her pots and donating her fee towards a 
prize in the annual exhibition! 

Janine is currently  finalising arrangements for a sculptural 
workshop with Aden McLeod next month and a maiolica 
workshop with Matthius Osterman thereafter, both of 
which we eagerly anticipate. 
 

I’d like to thank the committee for all the work they have 
shared this year, with special thanks to Tom Hartley for his 
sterling service as Treasurer and Jane Tyler for the 
excellent job she has done, editing and distributing the 
newsletter. The president’s job has been relatively easy 
with such a cheerful, cooperative committee to depend on. 
 

Our Annual Exhibition, which is just drawing to a close 
today, has been the major event of the year. Twenty six 
members exhibited over 60 pieces. I think the quality of 
the exhibits is a credit to our membership. A special vote 
of thanks should go to Anna Williams, Sallee Warner and 
Jude Maisch for curating the show and to Paula Woodward 
for coordinating the sitting roster. In previous years the 
annual exhibition has coincided with the Hutchins Art 
Prize in the Long Gallery and some of us were 
apprehensive that this year’s event might suffer from the 
lack of “ spill-over”  from the larger exhibition. However, 
while the overall number of visitors may be smaller, the 
opening night was very well attended and the revenue 
from sales is expected to be significantly greater than last 
year. It was unfortunate that we had only one exhibit from 
the Northern branch. This was because of a special 
ceramics show at the same time, mounted as part of 
Launceston’s 200 year celebration. 

Publicity was improved this year by a radio interview and 
an entry in “Gallery Watch”  but a bigger sign at the top of 
the stairs would have helped, as would a banner on the 
railing above the square below the Sidespace. 

I think we should seriously consider doing a themed 
exhibition next year. This could give us a better publicity 
angle and perhaps a more impactful show, as well as 
forcing some of us out of our comfort zones.

ACCESS, DETAILS AND CHARGES 

 

 

 

The STUDIO IS THE FIRST DOOR ON THE LEFT OF 
G BLOCK, which is towards the top left of the school 
grounds. The Potters Society banner is clearly visible 
across the front windows.  Please refer to the map on page 
4 of the newsletter. 

 

The STUDIO is accessible by KEY. Weekend access 
requires a key set with a gate key. Several sets of keys are 
available at Derwent Ceramics (sign them out via the 
book). They must be returned on the same day or if over a 
weekend on the following Monday.  Suzi Tyson, John 
Watson and myself (Jude Maisch) also hold keys. 

 

There is an ALARM SYSTEM. The alarm instructions are 
written on the inside of the metal box housing the alarm 
inside the first door.  The code details are with Derwent 
Ceramics and the key holders.  Access to the studio 
requires you to open the box, key in the code followed by 
OFF.  The code must be typed in and then ON when 
leaving.  If this is forgotten the Security Company bills the 
Society.  .  

 

The keys are also to the TOILET/WASHROOM at the end 
of the corridor on the left (through the kitchen). 

 

The KILNROOM is a separate room within the studio to 
the left. The kiln is a small electric Tetlow with a harco 
controller and is for use by members who have shown that 
they can programme it.  Please have one of the committee 
run through it with you, or organize to meet me there 
before a Monday class or before a committee meeting.  If 
you use the kiln please fill in the kiln book in the studio.  
The KILN needs to be BOOKED IN ADVANCE AT 
DERWENT CERAMICS to save doubling up on use. The 
cost is $10 for a bisque firing and $15 for a glaze firing. 
The money can be left in an envelope with details on the 
front in the kiln room, or a cheque posted to the treasurer 
at P.O. Box 82, New Town, 7008. 

 

The studio has SEVERAL WHEELS, a large SLAB 
ROLLER, many TOOLS, a large POTTERY 
COLLECTION to view and an extensive LIBRARY.  
There are also VIDEOS.  Members may borrow at any 
time (by accessing the studio via a key, or during meetings 
or workshops.) Books, videos and journals (but not the 
current journals) may be borrowed for up to 3 weeks. Sign 
them in the library-borrowing book and cross off when 
they are returned. There are a number of overdue books. 
Please have a look on your shelves and return them they 
may have been forgotten.  Junita is ready to do an 
inventory of our library.  Any library suggestions contact 
Junita Stevens (62443296). 

 

 

 

 

There are small STUDIO USE CHARGES: $2 a half day 
and $4 full day for members. A non-member 
accompanying a member is $3 and $5.  For members 
renting the studio for a one-off class, demonstration or 
function it is $24 a day. For non-members this charge is 
$50. 

There is a PUGMILL available for hire. The charge is $10 
week, with a maximum of 3 weeks. Return it to the studio 
cleaned. Alternatively it can be used in the studio. Fill in 
pug mill borrowing in the studio use book. 

 

PLINTHS can be borrowed for exhibitions. They need to 
be booked in advance. The cost is $5 per plinth per month 
or part of a month, plus a $50 bond payable up front. The 
bond is returned after the plinths are returned in the 
original order. If scratched etc they will need repainting 
with white paint. 

 

There is a STUDIO USE BOOK inside the door. Please 
fill it in and pay studio money (in box inside kiln room).  
If you wish to accrue charges and pay monthly by cheque 
to the treasurer that is O.K. 

 

Any comments and suggestions re the studio are welcome.

Our first stop will be with Sally Curry.  Sally Curry 
exhibits and sells her wonderful figurative sculptures at 
Hand mark Gallery.  Her work is poignant and reflective, 
often with white mask like faces. 

 

The extract below is taken from the Hand mark Gallery 
web page: 

‘Sally uses earthenware terracotta, hand-building the 
sculptures and working the surfaces by smoothing, 
scraping and impressing the clay with textures of flesh and 
fabric. The colours are applied in many layers of 
underglaze and through fine slip stained with natural 
colours and ochres. She also incorporates found objects 
such as stones, wood, metal or old china to her work - such 
additions introduce their own associations of the changes 
wrought by weather and time. 

 

Sally©s pieces reflect her natural environment and her close 
ties to friends and family. She lives on the coast where she 
has her studio, workshop and kiln. From the window she 
looks out over the sea where the inspiration of land, sea  

and sky are constant characteristics within the spirit of her 
creations.  

 

Sally uses earthenware terracotta, hand-building the 
sculptures and working the surfaces by smoothing, 
scraping and impressing the clay with textures of flefabric. 
The colours are applied in many layers of underglaze and 
through fine slip stained with natural colours and ochres. 
She also incorporates found objects such as stones, wood, 
metal or old china to her work - such additions introduce 
their own associations of the changes wrought by weather 
and time.’  

 

Just before lunch we will visit Eva Howard’s studio.  Eva 
Howards sculptural birds are sold through Aspect Design 
and the Potters Croft in Dunalley.  ‘Her ideas are derived 
from this abundantly rich seascape of birds and fishing 
boats. Eve’s sculptures are evocative representations of 
daily life by the sea, inquisitive pelicans and soaring 
albatross. Eve’s more recent sculptures are broody hens 
and restful garden birds’  (Potters Croft web page). 

 

 
Potters Croft gallery and accommodation.  Tim Holmes 
has his studio adjacent to the gallery. 

 

After lunch we will visit Tim Holmes’s studio and the 
Potters Croft.  Tim Holmes is a wood fire ceramicist, 
designer and builder.  Trained in the U.K with Gwyn 
Hanson Piggott he has recently returned to ceramic.  Wood 
firing his work he relies on the wood ash deposits and 
flashing for texture and beauty.  The Potters Croft built by 
Tim and friend is host to a gallery, accommodation, good 
wine and expeditions.
