WALK, WALK, WALK, KICK & CLAP, WALK BACK, BACK, BACK, TAP & CLAP (12.00)

1-2 Walk fwd Left, Walk fwd Right

3-4 Walk fwd Left, Kick Right & Clap

5-6 Walk back Right, Walk Back Left,

7-8 Walk Back Right, Tap Left into Right

GRAPEVINE LEFT % TURN LEFT, GRAPEVINE RIGHT % TURN RIGHT (12.00)
9-10 Step Left to side, Step Right behind Left

11-12 Step Left to side 4 turning over Left shoulder, Tap Right into Left

13-14 Step Right to side, Step Left behind Right,

15-16 Step Right to side % turning over Right. Tap Left into Right

RESTART: Here during wall 3 facing (6.00). Very easily heard in the music.

ROCK, RECOVER, COASTER STEP, ROCK, RECOVER COASTER STEP (12.00)

17-18 Rock fwd on Left, Recover on Right

19&20 Step back onto Left, Step Right into Left, Step fwd onto Left

21-22 Rock fwd on Right, Recover on Left

23&24 Step back onto Right, Step Left into Right, Step fwd on Right

ROCK, RECOVER, CHASSE % TURN LEFT, JAZZ BOX (9.00)

25-26 Rock fwd on Left, Recover on Right

27&28 Step Left to side, Step Right into Left, Step Left to Left /4 turning over Left
29-30 Step Right Across Left, Step back onto Left

31-32 Step Right to side, Tap Left into Right

NB When beginners are dancing on a split floor with the intermediate dance (Chasin’ Rodeo) everyone
will be facing 6.00 after the 2" wall of beginners and shall dance the 1*' 16 steps together (these are the
